Conceived as the re-opening event of the new exhibition season, a sort of reset after the obligatory summer break, September Back Up focuses on video as an artistic practice in all its various interpretations. The moving image seen not as a code, but as a language of contamination that opens other perspectives through occupation of the exhibition space, triggering multiple relations.

Alterazioni Video, a network of technological experimentation founded in Milan in 2003, presents a special project: Back up, an single installation composed of works never shown before and some previously shown pieces adapted for this new exhibition context: Legal support, a fund-raising operation for the trials after the G8 in Genoa, created for “Empowerment” (2004), and The sunny side (2005) produced for “Disobedience”, both exhibition curated by Marco Scotini. This video was shot near the San Vittore prison in Milan, showing an act of disobedience interpreted as a form of civil survival. Works never previously shown: Copy right-no copy right, a cupola structure as a place of encounter and relaxation, for shared experience of music, film, software, images… For the occasion viewers are invited to bring data storage devices for swapping of files and content. The space is transformed into a big project room, a container of projects for an “insinuation in the real”. At present the members of the group are Paololuca Barbieri, Alberto Caffarelli, Giacomo Porfiri, Matteo Erenbourg, Andrea Masu. 
The “Ginoteca” space will present 5 video-performances made by Thomas Hirschhorn in his Paris studio in 1995. “5 Bar Clips” is a small program of videos (Robert Walser Video, Thank you, La cuisine des Moussquetaires, For Nelson Mandela (Biko), I will win) with an intentionally "low-tech" approach, designed to be watched on a single monitor in a convivial situation. 

Erzen Shkololli (1976, Peje-Kossovo) presents the video “Hey You….” (2002) seen for the first time at Manifesta 4. The work, which as usual focuses on the socio-political situation in the former Jugoslavia, evokes the “Hey You…” of the verses of the pop songs of Shkurte Fejza, banned under the communist regime. Words and images narrate the exodus of a people. 

Suitcase Illuminated is a project by Katia Anguelova and Alessandra Poggianti aimed at identifying videos and compilations from different countries and “making them travel”, outlining an immaterial, nomadic geography. For Isola Art Center, in the workshop space, visitors can watch “Come Closer”, the selection of Mexican videos assembled by Paola Santoscoy, curator of the Museo Tamayo in Mexico City, a project made for the Künstlerhaus Bethanien of Berlin.
